WHEREAS, in celebration of “National Principals Month,” the state of Alabama
honors elementary, middle level, and high school principals and recognizes the importance
of school leadership in ensuring that every child has access to a high-quality education; and

WHEREAS, the state of Alabama recognizes outstanding elementary, middle level,
and high school principals who have succeeded in providing high-quality learning
opportunities for students as well as their exemplary contributions to the profession; and

WHEREAS, to honor and recognize the contribution of all school principals and
assistant principals, at all grade levels, to the success of students in Alabama’s elementary,
middle, and high schools and to encourage residents of Alabama to observe “Principals
Month” with appropriate ceremonies and activities that promote awareness of school
leadership in ensuring that every child has access to a high-quality education:
