 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Alabama State Board of Education does hereby 
express its appreciation to gifted coordinators, gifted specialists, classroom teachers, counselors, 
administrators, and superintendents for their efforts to support gifted education programs in 
Alabama public schools; and 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, That the Alabama State Board of Education does hereby 
designate January 2024 as “Gifted Education Month” in the public schools of Alabama.
